Mail, telephone and fax or-
ders are accepted. Please consider the reverse side of this form as an invoice for processing purchase orders. Seats will not be held until the 50% non-
refundable deposit and registration forms are received. Seats may be added to an order at any time, but the number of seats may not be reduced after the

initial order is placed. Those wanting to purchase tickets following November 1, 2009 may do so by paying the 50% non-refundable deposit at the time of
ordering.
