The orchestra’s 80 full-

time musicians contribute to the city’s robust cultural community. During its 42-week 

season, the Symphony performs a wide variety of concerts, including subscription 

classical, pops and family, film with orchestra, and educational programs. 

The Symphony has deep roots in serving its local community, traveling throughout 

Kansas City with its mobile stage known as the Mobile Music Box. The vision of the
